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Lemon Velvet Cake


4 eggs, well beaten


3/4 cup oil


3/4 cup water


1 small box lemon Jell-O®


1 box lemon cake mix


1 small can frozen lemonade 


1-1/2 cups sifted powdered sugar





Preheat oven to 350°. Combine eggs, oil, water, Jell-O, and cake mix. Pour into a greased and floured 9-by-13�inch pan. Bake 30 minutes. Remove from oven. Mix lemonade and powdered sugar, and pour over warm cake. For an added zestiness, combine additional powdered sugar and lemon juice to taste, and pour over cooled cake. Top with lemon zest.

Blue Ribbon Apple Butter


6 cups apples, cooked and sieved


3 cups white sugar 


2 cups brown sugar 


1 teaspoon white vinegar


1 teaspoon cinnamon 


1/4 teaspoon allspice 


1/4 teaspoon cloves





Combine apples with sugars; spread evenly in a roasting pan or 9-by-13-inch pan. Place in 300° oven for 1 hour, stirring occasionally. When thickened, add vinegar, cinnamon, allspice, and cloves. Bake 5 minutes longer. Transfer to hot, sterilized jars; seal and process in boiling water bath for 5 minutes.
